
Parking
Information

We are pleased to offer free, on
site car - parking for any guests
using our conference and
banqueting facilities.

The car parking areas are accessed from
Barrack Road. At the traffic lights, turn into
the ground and drive straightforward, an
attendant’s box is on the right.

Please feel free to stop and be advised where
to park. The pay and display multi-deck car
park is on the left. You will then see a sign
for ‘Conference and Banqueting Car
Parking’. Follow the arrow down the road,
as it curves to the left and it will then lead
you into a multi-storey car park. Guests are
free to park on level one.  Levels two and
above are not owned by ourselves so
parking there is not permitted.

Should the unlikely event occur, of  level one
of  the multi-storey being full, guests are
asked to use the pay and display multi-deck
car park.

The cost there is 40p per hour from 8am -
10 pm.

Please note all other parking spaces in the
ground, other than those mentioned above on
level one of  the multi-storey, are owned by
the City Council and you do require either a
permit or a ticket to park there.

If  you are a conference organiser, please
ensure that your delegates are aware of  the
designated Newcastle United Conference
and Banqueting Car Parking areas.

Newcastle United will not be held
responsible for any parking tickets received
by conference and banqueting guests whilst
attending events here.

Should guests require disabled car parking,
the City Council bays are available on the
outskirts of  the multi-storey, on the ground
level. 

However, it is possible for us to make other
arrangements for disabled guests, given
prior notice.



By Air
Newcastle International Airport is 20 minutes from
Newcastle City Centre by car or taxi. The Tyne & Wear
Metro System provides a direct link to the City. 

By Sea
The International Ferry Terminal is 20 minutes from
Newcastle City Centre by car or taxi.
DFDS provide a public transport link from the port to
Newcastle Central Railway Station.

By Rail
Newcastle Central Railway Station is only 5 minutes from St. James’ Park by car or taxi. The Tyne & Wear Metro

By Road
From the A1 North or South take the A184 slip road.
Follow the signs for the A189 to cross the Redheugh
Bridge, leading onto St. James’ Boulevard. 

Travel all the way to the bottom of  the Boulevard. 

Turn left at the traffic lights onto Barrack Road (the
Stadium is on the right) & over the next set of  traffic lights
moving into the right hand lane.

Turn right at the next set of  traffic lights into St. James’ Park.

Upon Arrival
Conferencing & Banqueting guests are required to enter
St. James’ Park at the Barrack Road entrance.

For those arriving by road, an attendant will advise where to park. 

The attendant will direct guests to the relevant reception
area for their function, where the receptionists will be
delighted to give further assistance.

There are a limited number of  ‘free of  charge’ parking
spaces in our C & B multi storey car park, also a metered
car park on site.  Please see parking information.
